1. 964 Ï³äêîðåííÿ êè¿âñüêèì êíÿçåì Ñâÿòîñëàâîì Õîðîáðèì â’ÿòè÷³â (ïðîòîìîñêàë³)
2. 966 Ïåðåìîãà íàä ðàäèìè÷àìè (ïðîòîìîñêàë³) ó áèòâ³ íà ð³÷ö³ Ï³ùàí³é âîºâîäîþ

Âîëîäèìèðîì Âîâ÷èé Õâ³ñò. 
3-10. Ðóñüêî-ìîñêîâñüêå ïðîòèñòîÿííÿ ëèòîâñüêî¿ äîáè. Ñ³ì âîºí òðèâàëî äâ³ñò³

ðîê³â (1368 – 1372, 1406 – 1408, 1487 – 1494, 1500 – 1503, 1507 – 1508, 1512 – 1522, 
1534 – 1537). Ç ê³íöÿ XV ñòîë³òòÿ Ìîñêîâ³ÿ ïðàãíóëà íàçèâàòèñÿ ãðåöüêîþ íàçâîþ Ðóñ³– 
“Ðîñ³ÿ”, àáè ëåã³òèì³çóâàòè ñâî¿ ïðåòåíç³¿ íà óêðà¿íñüê³ çåìë³.

11. Ëiâîíñüêà âiéíà 1558 – 1583 ðîêiâ, çîêðåìà ïiä Ïñêîâîì, Âåëèêèìè Ëóêàìè,
êîçàêè äîïîìàãàëè ïîëÿêàì ãðîìèòè ìîñêîâèòiâ ç ïðÿìèì ïðîòèñòîÿííÿì óêðà¿íöiâ i 
ìîñêîâèò³â. 

12. Îñíîâíó ÷àñòèíó âiéñüêà Ëæåäìèòðiÿ I 1604 ðîêó ñòàíîâèëè óêðà¿íöi, ÿêèõ çà-
ïðîñèëè äîíñüêi êîçàêè, êîëè ïiä Íîâãîðîäîì-Ñiâåðñüêèì 15-òèñÿ÷íå âiéñüêî Ëæåäìè-
òðiÿ I ðîçáèëî 50-òèñÿ÷íå âiéñüêî ìîñêîâèòiâ. 

13. Íàâåñíi 1608 ðîêó â áèòâi ïiä ìiñòîì Áîëîõîâîì (íèíi â Îðëîâñüêié îáëàñòi
Ìîñêîâi¿) âiéñüêî Ëæåäìèòðiÿ II, ó ÿêîìó áóëî é 3 òèñÿ÷i çàïîðîæöiâ, çàâäàëî æîð-
ñòîêî¿ ïîðàçêè ìîñêîâèòàì. Óêðà¿íñüêèé êíÿçü Ðîìàí Ðóæèíñüêèé ôàêòè÷íî êåðóâàâ 
ñàìîçâàíöåì. Ó ÷åðâíi 1610 ðîêó â áèòâi ïiä Êëóøèíèì ìàéæå 7-òèñÿ÷íå ïîëüñüêî-ó-
êðà¿íñüêå âiéñüêî ðîçãðîìèëî 35-òèñÿ÷íå âiéñüêî ìîñêîâèòiâ òà çàãîíè øâåäiâ i ºâðî-
ïåéñüêèõ íàéìàíöiâ, ÿêi äiÿëè â ñîþçi ç Ìîñêâîþ. 

14. 1618 ðiê, 20-òèñÿ÷íå êîçàöüêå âiéñüêî çäiéñíèëî ïîõ³ä Ñàãàéäà÷íîãî íà Ìîñêî-
âó äëÿ ïiäòðèìêè ïîëüñüêîãî êîðîëÿ, à Ði÷ Ïîñïîëèòà ïîâåðíóëà ñîái çåìëi, âiäiáðàíi 
Ìîñêâîþ ó Âåëèêîãî êíÿçiâñòâà Ëèòîâñüêîãî é Ðóñüêîãî. 

15. Çàâäÿêè äiÿì àðìi¿ çàïîðîæöiâ ó Ñìîëåíñüêié âiéíi (1632 – 1634 ðîêè) íà ÷îëi
ç ãåòüìàíîì Òèìîôiºì Îðåíäàðåíêîì òà ¿õíüîìó íåñïîäiâàíîìó ôîðñóâàííþ Äíiïðà 
ìîñêîâèòè îïèíèëèñÿ â ïàñòöi é êàïiòóëþâàëè. Íà çíàê ãàíüáè ìîñêîâñüêà àðìiÿ 
ïðîéøëà ïiä øèáåíèöåþ, âiääàëà ãàðìàòè i ïðàïîðè, à ìîñêîâñüêîãî êîìàíäóâà÷à çà 
íàêàçîì öàðÿ ñòðàòèëè â Ìîñêâi.

16. Íàâåñíi 1659 ðîêó ìîñêîâñüêà àðìiÿ ÷èñåëüíiñòþ äî 150 òèñÿ÷ âîÿêiâ ðîçïî÷à-
ëà îêóïàöiþ Ëiâîáåðåæíî¿ Óêðà¿íè. 28-29 ÷åðâíÿ 1659 ðîêó íà ði÷öi Ñîñíiâöi ïîáëèçó 
Êîíîòîïà êîçàêè çàéøëè â òèë ìîñêîâñüêèõ âiéñüê i çàãàòèëè ði÷êó, ïiñëÿ ÷îãî âùåíò 
ðîçãðîìèëè àãðåñîðà. 1667 ðîêó Óêðà¿íó áóëî ðîçäiëåíî ïî Äíiïðó. 

17. Íà Ëiâîáåðåææi ñïàëàõíóëî Àíòèìîñêîâñüêå ïîâñòàííÿ 1667 – 1668 ðîêiâ, êîëè
âiéñüêà Ïåòðà Äîðîøåíêà ðîçáèëè ìîñêîâñüêèé êîðïóñ êíÿçÿ Ùåðáàòîâà òà çàõîïèëè 
éîãî â ïîëîí, à äàëi çâiëüíèëè âiä iíîçåìíèõ çàëîã áiëüøiñòü ìiñò i ñ³ë Ëiâîáåðåææÿ.

18. 1706 ð³ê – âiéíà ãåòüìàíà Iâàíà Ìàçåïè ó ñïiëöi çi øâåäàìè ïðîòè ðîñiéñüêèõ
âiéñüê Ïåòðà I. 

19. Ó ëþòîìó 1768 ðîêó ñïàëàõíóëî íàéáiëüøå ãàéäàìàöüêå ïîâñòàííÿ – Êîëi¿âùè-
íà. Ãàéäàìàêè îãîëîñèëè íàìið âiäíîâèòè Ãåòüìàíùèíó. Ó ëèïíi 1768 ðîêó ðîñiéñüêi 
âiéñüêà íàêèíóëèñÿ íà ñîííèé òàáið ïîâñòàíöiâ i âèäàëè ¿õ Ïîëüùi. Êàòåðèíà ²², ðîñié-
ñüêà öàðèöÿ çðóéíóâàëà Ñi÷, íà ï³âòîðà ñòîë³òòÿ îáåçñèëèëà óêðà¿íñüêèé ñïðîòèâ.. 

20. Âiéíà ìîíàðõiñòñüêèõ i áiëüøîâèöüêèõ àðìié ïðîòè Óêðà¿íè â 1917 – 1923 ðîêàõ,
ïiñëÿ ðîçïàäó Ðîñiéñüêî¿ iìïåði¿.

21. Áîðîòüáà Óêðà¿íñüêî¿ Ïîâñòàíñüêî¿ Àðìi¿ ó 1940 – 1950 ðîêàõ.
22. 20-ãî ëþòîãî 2014 ðîêó ïî÷àëàñÿ îêóïàö³ÿ Êðèìó.
7 êâ³òíÿ 2014 - ïðîãîëîøåííÿ «ÄÍÐ» â Äîíåöüêó.
27 êâ³òíÿ 2014 - ïðîãîëîøåííÿ «ËÍÐ» â Ëóãàíñüêó,
    ñòâîðåí³ îêóïàö³éí³ àäì³í³ñòðàö³¿ â öèõ 2 îáëàñòÿõ.

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22 russian-Ukrainian Wars

1. 964 - Subjugation of the Vyatichi (proto-Muscovites) by prince
Sviatoslav the Brave.
2. 966 - Victory of the Radimichi (proto-Muscovites) in a battle on the Pischana

River led by Volodymyr Vovchy Khvist.
3-10. Russian-Lithuanian confrontations in the Kingdom of Poland and the

Grand Duchy of Lithuania, lasting for 200 years (1368–1372, 1406–1408, 1487–
1494, 1500–1503, 1507–1508, 1512–1522, 1534–1537). At the end of the 15th 
century, Moscow began calling itself “Russia” to legitimize its claims on Ukrainian 
lands.

11. Livonian War (1558–1583), particularly at Pskov and Velikiye Luki, where
Ukrainian Cossacks aided the Poles in defeating Muscovites.

12. In 1604, the main part of False Dmitry I’s forces were Ukrainians, invited by
the Don Cossacks near Novgorod-Siversky, defeating a 50,000-strong Muscovite 
force with only 15,000 troops.

13. In the spring of 1608, at the Battle of Bolokhovo (now Oryol region in
Russia), the forces of False Dmitry II, including 3,000 Zaporozhian Cossacks, dealt 
a severe blow to the Muscovites.

14. In 1618, a 20,000-strong Cossack army led by Sahaidachny marched on
Moscow to support the Polish king, reclaiming lands previously taken by Moscow 
from the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and Rus’.

15. In the Smolensk War (1632–1634), Zaporizhian forces under Hetman
Tymofiy Orendarenko forced the Muscovites into surrender. The Moscow army was 
humiliated, stripped of artillery, and their commander was executed in Moscow by 
the Tsar’s order.

16. In 1659, a 150,000-strong Muscovite army began occupying Left-Bank
Ukraine. On June 28-29, 1659, near the Sosnivka River by Konotop, Cossacks 
ambushed and devastated the Muscovite forces.

17. Anti-Moscow uprising (1667–1668) on the Left Bank, with Doroshenko’s
forces defeating Muscovite Prince Shcherbatov’s corps and freeing most towns 
from foreign occupation.

18. In 1706, Hetman Ivan Mazepa allied with the Sweden in a war against the
Russian forces of Peter I.

19. In February 1768, the largest Haidamak uprising began, aiming to restore
the Hetmanate. In July, Russian forces ambushed the insurgents, eventually 
subduing them.

20. War of monarchist and Bolshevik armies against Ukraine (1917–1923) after
the collapse of the Russian Empire.

21. Ukrainian Insurgent Army struggle (1940–1950).
22. February 20, 2014 - Occupation of Crimea.
April 7, 2014 - Declaration of the «DNR» in Donetsk.
April 27, 2014 - Declaration of the «LNR» in Luhansk.
Establishing occupation administrations in these two regions.
February 24, 2022 - Moscow launched a full-scale invasion of Ukraine (the third
stage since 2014), which continues to this day.
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
